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	1. IPC PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE 

	Dear Friends,

It seems like only yesterday that the IPC Plenary meeting concluded in Vienna. This was probably one of the most extensive meetings covered in IPC’s history with 31 agenda items and 70 annexes. 

The minutes of the meeting are now available via the FAI website at www.fai.org/downloads/ipc/IPC_2014_Plenary_Minutes. 

Speed Skydiving has been added as a competition discipline, which means that there are now seven competition discipline committees, together with the Judges’, Rules and Regulations and Technical and Safety Committees. IPC also has a Finance Working group, a Wingsuit Working Group and a more loosely defined Rankings function.  Indoor FS and AE were added in 2013, and the 1st World Cup is to be held in the USA this year.

The IPC is a large organisation that is run by volunteers from many participating nations.

Each year there are some 45 FAI First Category Events of which IPC usually sanctions 5 or 6. IPC relies on the FAI Secretariat for co-ordination of Organiser Agreements, FAI medals and diplomas, and processing of any awards and record claims. IPC also relies on the FAI Secretariat for keeping its finances in order. 

It is this last item that is not working well, and I do not for a moment believe any of the current FAI staff are responsible for this. As you know, IPC was not able to sign off on 2013 accounts at the last Plenary. The reasons given include incorrect software (now replaced), running two accounting systems in parallel, reviewing accounts back as far as 1998 and so on. The FAI Finance Director has been able to pass on some explanation in this regard from the FAI’s external accounting providers but the 2012 and 2013 accounts for IPC remain incomplete.

I have just received advice that ASCs will soon be able to operate their own bank accounts, as announced at the ASC Presidents meeting in May last year. Expense reimbursement claims can now be accompanied by electronic/digital receipts.

INTERNATIONAL PARACHUTING EVENTS AND TOURS AGENCY (IPETA) 

The decisions reached at the last Plenary allow IPETA to move forward and start in earnest on taking advantage of any commercial opportunities that arise that can benefit FAI/IPC. The initial proposal for a CP tour is still at the forefront of the planning stages. The proposal for a “Road to Dubai” type of tour was overtaken in 2013/2014 by the development of Dubai’s own International Swoop League.  
FAI, as owner of IPETA has agreed to the presence of an IPETA representative under the FAI umbrella at the sport expo component of Sport Accord in Turkey in April. Unfortunately, this agreement and the conditions attached came too late to take advantage of the early pricing.  The cost of having a presence at the Sport Expo part of the proceedings was excessive. FAI was allocated three passes to the Sport Accord convention and these have been allocated to The FAI president, the new Secretary-General and EB member Frits Brink. 

The IPETA Board is looking to appoint a General Manager in the near future, and applications will be sought once an established job specification outlining the expectations of the IPETA Board has been settled.


	CASI APPEAL
As the President of the Air Sport General Commission (CASI) I have a responsibility to process appeals to the International Appeals Tribunal. A case has recently arisen where a NAC was able to enter competitors into an event without it being a member of “good standing” i.e. the NAC had not paid their subscription and eventually paid only a few days before the end of the year, just prior to being suspended. This NAC was permitted to enter a competition and one of its competitors was not satisfied with the result of his protest to a jury.  The NAC then filed an appeal to FAI. The Executive Board determined that the only issue relating to “good standing” was the ability to exercise a vote at the General Conference and referred the question of “good standing” to the Statutes Working Group for advice.  CASI therefore decided to appoint an International Appeals Tribunal to hear the appeal.  The question of whether a member who has not paid their dues can continue to issue Sporting Licences, participate in competitions and retain all the other benefits of FAI membership without paying their dues is one which is now being considered by CASI. The FAI Boartd has also referred the matter to the FAI Statutes Working Group. It would be reasonable for those members who do pay their subscriptions on time to question whether those that don’t should be able to access all FAI membership benefits other than a vote at the GC on an even footing.   

2014 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS

The first IPC event for the year is the 14th World Championships in Para-ski in Tanay, Russia. Weather has hindered progress, but enough was completed to be able to determine results, which are available through the IPC web pages.

Competitions are also scheduled for Prerov, Czech Republic (AE, FS and Speed Skydiving) and Banja Luka, Bosnia & Herzegovina (AL & FF) in August 2014 as well as CP in Florida in November.  The Czech event has been moved from Prostejov to Prerov at the request of the organiser. The Banja Luka event is scheduled to proceed as planned with a personal assurance given to me and the Bureau by the BiH Aeronautical Association President. The only question outstanding on Banja Luka was the decision of the choice of the local organiser.

	2.  MINUTES OF IPC PLENARY MEETING 2014


	The 2014 IPC Plenary Minutes and the Appendices have been sent to Delegates and are available on the web site.

The attendance list is not posted, as it contains Delegates’ personal details.  The list is sent by FAI directly to Delegates and can also be had from the IPC Recording Secretary.

There has been one change, to Appendix F, Listing of Committees and Working Groups memberships.  Philippe Schorno was not listed as a member of the Canopy Piloting Committee in the earlier Appendix F.  This has been changed, and the listing now on the website has Philippe’s name included.




	3.  NOMINATION OF IPC DELEGATES BY NACs


	Delegates to the IPC, for 2015, must be nominated by their NACs, by 15 July 2014, for ratification by the FAI General Conference in October 2014.  

As failure to be nominated may result in a Delegate not having a vote at the IPC Plenary Meeting, it is important that Delegates check with their NACs to ensure that their name is forwarded to FAI.

Please also note that the present FAI By-Laws preclude the giving of a proxy by a country which has not registered a Delegate.  This means that if your country has not a named IPC Delegate, your country then cannot give a proxy to another country.

While these FAI rules may change, for the present they are the regulations and they must be complied with.



	4.  SPORTING LICENCES


	With the aim of replacing paper Sporting Licences and modernising the Sporting Licence system, FAI has created a Sporting Licence Database.  At the end of January 2014, NACs were informed that the new Sporting Licence management tool was available.  NACs were also informed that from now on, it is mandatory to enter all competitors participating in First Category Events, before the FCE in 2014 in which the competitor/s would take part.
The onus is on the national parachuting federation/association to ensure that it supplies a list of its parachuting competitors to the NAC, and also to ensure that their names are entered on the database.

This database will replace the older system of the FAI Controller requesting sight of paper licences.  The FAI Controller will instead consult the database when he/she receives the list of competitors, and if a competitor is not on the Database they will be deemed not to hold a sporting licence, and consequently, they may not take part in the FCE.

Every IPC Delegate must ensure that his/her country’s parachuting competitors are entered onto the database.

	7.  BREITLING AWARDS

	FAI has advised that nominations may now be made for the Breitling Awards, details of which are below.  The nomination form is included here.
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Breitling Milestone Trophy Award

Rules – Version 3, 27 February 2014
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This award was established in 2012 by the FAI and Breitling, a Global Sponsor of the FAI since 2012, to associate Breitling with a significant milestone in aeronautics or astronautics, and was first awarded in 2013.

Eligibility

The Breitling Milestone Trophy is reserved for an individual or a group of individuals having achieved a significant milestone, technological step or invention in aeronautics or astronautics (first flight, new technology, etc.) during the 12 months preceding the nomination deadline and that might contribute to future developments, especially for the practice of air sports.

Frequency and Number

Only one Breitling Milestone Trophy may be awarded each year. However, as this Trophy should match with Breitling’s spirit of technology and excellence, such milestones might not be available each year. Therefore, if no suitable candidate is nominated for a specific year, then FAI and Breitling reserve their right not to assign this Trophy in this year.

General Principles
1. Objectives : The purpose of the Breitling Awards is to give public recognition to those who have achieved an outstanding performance or contribution to aeronautics and astronautics.

2. Eligibility : Any person, group of persons, institution or commercial company is eligible to receive a Breitling Award. A recipient need not have had any previous connection with FAI or Breitling. No Breitling Award may be awarded to the same recipient more than once.

3. Nomination process :

a. Nominations for Breitling Awards may be made by Breitling (including Breitling Headquarters, President and Retailers), FAI (including FAI Members, Commission Presidents, Executive Board, President and Secretary General) or other institutions or commercial companies related to Breitling or FAI in the field of aeronautics or astronautics.

b. In any given year, a nominating authority may propose only one candidate for each Breitling

Award.

c. Nominations for Breitling Awards shall be sent in writing (using the FAI-Breitling Awards Nomination Form available on the FAI and Breitling websites) to the FAI Head Office together with citations not exceeding 250 words, and other supporting information (photos, videos, etc.), to arrive no later than 31 May each year.

4. Evaluation process : The FAI will evaluate the nominations received and provide a recommendation to the Jury on nominations for Breitling Awards.

5. Jury : The Jury will be composed of 3 Breitling Representatives appointed by Breitling and 3 FAI Representatives appointed by the FAI President.

6. Winners : The winners of Breitling Awards will be informed by the FAI and will then be invited and hosted by Breitling to receive their Award at the FAI Awards Ceremony taking place the day before the FAI General Conference in the same year.
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Breitling Youngster Award
Rules – Version 3, 27 February 2014

History
This award was established in 2012 by the FAI and Breitling, a Global Sponsor of the FAI since 2012, to associate Breitling with an outstanding sporting performance or contribution to aeronautics or astronautics achieved by a youngster, and was first awarded in 2013.

Eligibility

The Breitling Youngster Award is reserved for a youngster who, during the 12 months preceding the

nomination deadline and before the date of his 26th birthday :

· Achieved an outstanding sporting performance. This means a performance which is considered by the nominating authority as beyond the normal level of performance compared to what can usually be done, or

· Excelled in a certain area of his sport and is considered as a reference, or

· Significantly contributed to the development and promotion of aeronautics or astronautics.

Frequency and Number

Only one Breitling Youngster Award may be awarded each year. However, as this Award should match with Breitling’s spirit of technology and excellence, such achievements might not be available each year. Therefore, if no suitable candidate is nominated for a specific year, then FAI and Breitling reserve their right not to assign this Award in this year.

General Principles

1. Objectives : The purpose of the Breitling Awards is to give public recognition to those who have achieved an outstanding performance or contribution to aeronautics and astronautics.

2. Eligibility : Any person, group of persons, institution or commercial company is eligible to receive a Breitling Award. A recipient need not have had any previous connection with FAI or Breitling. No Breitling Award may be awarded to the same recipient more than once.

3. Nomination process :

a. Nominations for Breitling Awards may be made by Breitling (including Breitling Headquarters, President and Retailers), FAI (including FAI Members, Commission Presidents, Executive Board, President and Secretary General) or other institutions or commercial companies related to Breitling or FAI in the field of aeronautics or astronautics.

b. In any given year, a nominating authority may propose only one candidate for each Breitling Award.

c. Nominations for Breitling Awards shall be sent in writing (using the FAI-Breitling Awards Nomination Form available on the FAI and Breitling websites) to the FAI Head Office together with citations not exceeding 250 words, and other supporting information (photos, videos, etc.), to arrive no later than 31 May each year.

4. Evaluation process : The FAI will evaluate the nominations received and provide a recommendation to the Jury on nominations for Breitling Awards.

5. Jury : The Jury will be composed of 3 Breitling Representatives appointed by Breitling and 3 FAI Representatives appointed by the FAI President.

6. Winners : The winners of Breitling Awards will be informed by the FAI and will then be invited and hosted by Breitling to receive their Award at the FAI Awards Ceremony taking place the day before the FAI General Conference in the same year.

Subject - Bureau consideration as to whether the bid from Canada to host the 8th FAI World Cup of Canopy Piloting 2015 is in conflict with any other bid for this event.
Details - Canada had submitted a bid to host this event.  The bid was submitted after 03 December 2013, the 60-day deadline for IPC Plenary 2014 agenda items.  Consequently the Bureau had to decide if the bid was in conflict with any other bid for this event.   

Subject - Bureau approval of Bulletin #2, 14th FAI World Para-Ski Championships, to be held at Tanay, Promishlennay district, Kemerovo region, Russia, 11 – 16 March 16, 2014. 
Details - Bulletin #2 had been submitted to the IPC Bureau for approval, and the IPC First Vice President, Gillian Rayner, co-ordination input into the Bulletin, on behalf of the Bureau.  The Bureau was then asked to approve the final version.
The two Bureau Interim Desisions, above, were made too late for inclusion in the 2014 Plenary agenda, and consequently are reported here.

Subject - Repayment of 500 Euro deposit to the host of the 65th IPC Plenary Meeting, held in Vienna, Austria, 01 – 02 February 2014.
Details - The host, the Austrian Aero Club, had hosted the Plenary meeting, and the preceding meetings, in a most satisfactory manner.
The matter of the return, or otherwise, of the deposit of 500 Euros, had to be considered by the IPC Bureau.

Subject - Amendment of IPC Expense Reimbursement Policy, to allow payment against receipt of digitalized receipts and claims.  Heretofore the Expense Policy required the submission of original documents only, as per the extract below -
DOCUMENTATION REQUIREMENTS

In addition to the duly completed claim form (see below), all expenses must be fully documented and justified as defined for each expense. All claims must be supported by original receipts.

Details - FAI has changed its expense reimbursement policy to accommodate the payment against digitalized receipts and claims, and consequently IPC wishes to follow suit.
Subject - 1st FAI World Speed Skydiving Cup, to be held at Prerov, Czech Republic, 25 – 31 August 2014.
The details of entry fees and other matters relating to this FCE were not set out at the IPC Plenary Meeting 2014, and now require to be established, under the guidance of the IPC Bureau.

Details - The Plenary meeting held in Vienna, Austria, 01-02 February 2014, agreed to the hosting of the 1st FAI World Speed Skydiving Cup at this venue and at this time.  Details were not given and the IPC Bureau wishes the FAI Controller, Niels-Christian Levin Hansen, to bring forward, in conjunction with the Organiser, the necessary details, such as entry fees, schedule and deposit (if any).  These details will form party of the new Organiser Agreement, which is now necessary due to the venue change.
Subject - Approval and appointment of FAI Controllers for the following two FCEs –
8th FAI World Cup of Canopy Piloting 2015, to be held at Farnham, Montreal, Canada, 23 – 30 August 2015 and European Championships in Freefall Style & Accuracy Landing, at Drop Zone Erden, Bulgaria, 21 – 30 August 2015.

Details - Due to an oversight the FAI Controllers for these two FCEs were not appointed by the IPC Plenary Meeting at Vienna, Austria, 01-02 February 2014.
The Competition Committees concerned, in consultation with the Organisers, have nominated the following people to be FAI Controllers at these events 8th FAI World Cup of Canopy Piloting 2015 – Marylou Laughlin.  European Championships in Freefall Style & Accuracy Landing 2015 – Günter Berendt.

Subject - Authorisation of approval of payments on behalf of IPC.
Details - FAI has decided to allow nominated people from each Air Sport Commission to generate approved payments on behalf of their ASC.

IPC President Windsor has suggested that the people authorised to generate such payments on behalf of IPC shall be – Doris Merz-Hunziker, IPC Finance Secretary, and in her absence, Graeme Windsor, IPC President, which is line with the authorisations in the IPC Internal Regulations

Subject - Amendment of FCEAD to include an amount of deposit for Speed Skydiving FCEs.

Details - Speed Skydiving was adopted as an IPC discipline at the 2014 Plenary Meeting and the 1st FAI World Cup of Speed Skydiving will be held in Prerov, Czech Republic, 25 – 31 August 2014.

The amount of a Deposit was not decided by the 2014 Plenary.

It has been proposed that the Deposit be 2,500 Euros for a WPC of Speed Skydiving, with a World Cup and other FCEs being, as with other disciplines, 75% of this amount.

Subject - Determination of Deposit for Indoor Formation Skydiving FCEs and for Indoor Artistic Events FCEs.

Details - The 2014 IPC Plenary Meeting did not set down the amounts of the Deposits for these events.

The IPC Bureau was therefore required to decide on this matter, as FCEs in the disciplines will be held in 2014 (at iFLY, Austin, Texas, USA, 11 – 16 November 2014.)

Subject - Jury Final Report on 14th FAI World Para Ski Championships 2014, held at Tanay, Russia, 11 – 16 March 2014, and decision regarding return of Deposit, Application Fee and overpayment of Sanction  Fee to the Organiser.
Details - The Jury Final Report stated - 
1.  In our opinion the FCE has been conducted in accordance with the Sporting Code and the relevant Competition Rules.

2.  In our opinion, the Organiser has met all contractual commitments 

3.  No protests were received.

4.  All Jury reports have been made public.

5. The final results have been verified and are valid.

The Jury reported that – The final amount of the sanction has been determined as 5040 euro (56 persons). The organiser had paid 5130 estimated (57 persons) sanction fee. 

The jury recommended to the Bureau that the Deposit of 2,500 euro, the Application Fee of 800 euro, and the excess Sanction Fee of 90 Euro be refunded to the Organiser.  
Bureau Decision - The Bureau decided that, as there was no other 

bid for this event submitted, the 

Canadian bid was therefore not in conflict with any other bid.
