Recommendations for
Organisers:

Competition setup should be established earlidudiieg all parts of
the technical equipment, to make interaction tggpiossible during
the Judge Conference (specially the scoring syst&lap cameras).

Rule Changes
Proposals:

Sporting Code Section 5 Parachuting:
Section 4.3.5.

The wording “at every landing area” does not mdkarg if the wind
meter has to be inside the landing area or candatdd beside, but
outside, the landing area.

There should be some requirements for the direetmzhspeed.
Direction can mean that the system only gives N@tuth, East,
West, what makes wind direction errors difficulb€elspeed is
always an average over time. If the wind meter gnhgs values
over a period of 30 seconds or longer, the diraatimor cannot be




calculated and wind gusts will not be displayed.

In Accuracy and Canopy Piloting very good systemesaaailable,
but systems, that cannot display sufficient infalioraare within the
rules and for the there is no basis for rejectinghssystems.

Competition rules CP:

Section 2:

1.) Clarification of OC (out of course landing)diarify that surface
contact inside is required (as given by the CP c@sion draft for
2015).

Section 4:

1.) Maximum allowable wind speed for Zone Accurabpuld be
5m/s in any direction (as given by the CP commissiaft for
2015).

Section 5:

1.) Clarification of penalties and correspondingrss (as given by
the CP commission draft for 2015)

2.) Removal of the "Missed Exit (MX)" due unintenidgide effects.
(as given by the CP commission draft for 2015)

3.) Reintroduce the marker strike as penalty, edisea DR (uniform
penalty procedure) or as percentage reduction swore (higher
calculation impact), since competitors starts gdorgntentionally
marker strikes to shortcut in Speed.

4.) Checks of the weight limitation should be dom&re often. It
should be closer to the majority to be checked trdyp a few in a
competition. In addition to random checks, checlshguld be
mandatory for all record jumps or higher perforc@jumps. To
make that possible more practical procedure mayeeéed.

5.) Removal of G5 (current Exit gate) from Zone A&y (as giver
by the CP commission draft for 2015).

Section 10:

1.) Avalid competition for a combined winner shibblave at least :
valid events.
