1. Records SC Motion 3 (CIA Plenary Minutes item 18.3) – S1 Para 4.1 - Feminine Category and definition of “occupants” to be studied by the S&SC WG.

2. Records SC Motion 6 (CIA Plenary Minutes item 18.6) – Present rules do not allow that a marker drop achieved in a Fly-On task is used for a badge performance. Re-wording of S1 8.2.3.2 to be done by the S&SC WG.

3. On a motion from the Records Subcommittee (motion #8, CIA Minutes item 18.8), the Plenary agreed to reduce the duration requirement for the duration diamond achieved in sub-class AX from 24 hours to 12 hours. In another motion (motion #9, CIA Minutes item #18.9) the Records Subcommittee recommended and the Plenary agreed that airships be added to Section 1, rule 8.2 with immediate effect. As no specific requirements for badges and diamonds achieved in class B were defined, class A requirements therefore apply for class B achievements. It is questionable if the requirements for class B are therefore realistic, and the S&SC WG should make a recommendation to the Plenary in this respect.

4. The AX WG chairman has asked our WG to have a look “at the 90 days period prior to a world and 30 to a continental championship. It was found a too long time in the age of internet and emails. I remember we put it in force to get rid of some financially good situated pilots sitting in front of the general briefing room and waiting for one competitor not to show up. At that time when we put the rule into force, it was the best we could do. By now I think it is too restrictive and could be reviewed. I think today a 30 days period in continental and world championships would still serve the duty we wanted to achieve with this rule, but also allow for a optimization of the number of comp etitors competing in the event. May I ask you to put it on your WG agenda and discuss it prior to and during the CIA meeting.”

5. The acting RSC chairman has asked our WG to consider “if a really harsh penalty could prevent competitors from reckless flying respectively at too high rates of climb and descend. A proposal was to disqualify a competitor doing it (maybe when doing it the 2nd time). But as far as I understood (Les), disqualification is only foreseen for cheating. Maybe you could discuss if disqualification is also possible for severe infringement of safety.”

6. The Jury Board is looking into the problems that arose during the 2006 AX South American Championship and the 2006 Gordon Bennett, respectively the cancellation of an event and the protest procedures after the results are published. The WG to study the issues and to make recommendations to the Plenary.
