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	The first competition day in Alytus (17.06) was ideal for ballooning. During the morning flight the competitors had 5 tasks with three Judge Declared Goals, one Hesitation Waltz and one Elbow. The winds were calm and allowed most of the pilots to reach the targets and get good results. The first target was set at the airfield located at the northeast area of the competition map. Most of the pilots drop their markers inside the MMA and five pilots had results within 1m.
The next competition flights were very nice over the flat region of Alytus. There is some hills around and many lakes and forests which gives the flights a bit of a challenge.

In the second afternoon flight there was a common launch at the southern region of the competition flight. The balloons flew over the city for a Judge Declared Goal and another Hesitation Waltz with two targets.
The last competition flight was set on Saturday afternoon with three tasks. At the Fly In most of the pilots didn’t score inside the MMA. The second task was a Triangle and some balloons went up to 6.000 ft to achieve a better result. The last task of the competition was an Hesitation Waltz and only seven pilots scored inside the MMA.
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	After 5 flights and 15 tasks the pilot from Slovenia Gabriela Slavec became the first Women European Champion with 11.488 points. “It was a great experience to fly with all those women pilots in Lithuania! The event was well organized and the Event Director did a very good job together with his staff. I’m very happy with this achievement!”, said Gabriela after receiving her first FAI Gold medal.
