 In accordance with the established criteria, the IGC Champion Pilot of the Year 2024 was chosen from among 

the Champions in all classes across all Qualifying Competitions. This was the 13th JWGCs, held in two classes, 

and the 38th WGCs, held in three classes. The scoring was conducted by G. Weinreich and verified by P. Ryder. 

The results were transmitted to the President of the IGC without delay. 

The winner of the Qualifying Competition is Stefan Lange / GER and is therefore crowned IGC Champion 

Pilot of the Year 2024. The award ceremony and the presentation of the World Soaring Cup, as well as the 

Diploma, will be arranged by IGC.
