LOCALIZATION:

The landing area of all disciplines will be the same, exactly in the monumental axle of Brasilia, the “Esplanada dos Ministérios”, located in the center of the Brazilian federal capital. The place is located at fifteen minutes from the international airport and three hundred meters from the hotels where all delegation will be installed. The altitude of the DZ its approximately 1,100 meters AGL. (about 3600 feet)

INFORMATION ABOUT VISAS TO BRAZIL

The Visa is not necessary to citizens from Latin America (except Mexico and Cuba) and all citizens from European Union. To all others, we recommend to consult Brazilian embassies or consulates in their countries to verify the necessary procedures.  

ACCESS

Brasília is located exactly in the geographic center of Brazil, and therefore has good access by roads coming from any point of the country. But, in being a nation with continental dimensions, the organization strongly recommends to all participants to travel to that city by air transportation. To others whose wish to come by terrestrial way after arrive in Brazil, we inform the road distances by the main cities to Brasilia:  

· Salvador to Brasília: 
1.446 km

· Rio to 
Brasília: 
1.148 km

· São Paulo to Brasília: 
1.015 km

From these cities, as well the other Brazilian capitals, exists a service of bus transportation. Unfortunately, a railroad service does not exist; however, we have regular and daily flights coming from all capitals and main cities to Brasilia. The air tickets owned in exterior, in any city were VARIG operates, have little or none increase of price to the original destination in Brazil to Brasilia, since owned from that company or one of their colligates. You can check flight details at www.varig.com.br . In the next bulletin, we shall have more information about this issue.   

LOCAL TRANSPORTATION

The Entry Fee only covers transportation between the boarding area and the landing zone, as well as transportation between the landing zone to the hotels, in the beginning and in the end of the activities. This service will be available. However, as the hotels are about 300 meters of the landing zone competitors may choose to walk. 
Trough a colligate company, the organizer will be offering a car renting service, to all whose wish that, with lowest taxes. We shall provide more information about this issue in the next bulletin.

ACCOMMODATIONS 

The Entry Fee does not cover the accommodation costs, however, the organization, in partnership with local companies, will be providing hotels of many categories, all located close to the event (nearly 300 meters), with special prices to the participants. More information will be available in the next bulletin. 
AIRCRAFTS
As descript in our initial proposition, the aircrafts available will be: 

· 2 Cessna Caravan in uninterrupted operation

· 1 Cessna Caravan in back-up reservation

SAFETY CONDITIONS

The skydiving in Brazil is managed by the “Confederação Brasileira de Para-Quedismo”  and by your internal regulations, determines the following conditions to practice of the disciplines in the competition:  

· Minimal opening altitude: 700 meters AGL

· Obligatory use of main parachutes and reserves in ram air system

DOPING CONTROL

By the authority of the Brazilian Federal Police, we will provide a doping control during the competition, as well as during the training days, each delegation will be obligated to inform to your participants about that issue and the procedures to doping control.
