INTRODUCTION

The following Bulletin No. 2 for the 8th World Championship in Canopy Formation is to be used in addition to the FAI Sporting Code, General Section and Section 5, and the Rules of the FAI/IPC  Canopy Formation.

ORGANIZER

The  8th  World Championship  in Canopy Formation will be organized by Skydive Karjala r.y and hosted by the Finnish Aeronautical Association

PLACE AND HOW TO GET THERE

The Championship will take place at Immola airfield in Imatra. The Immola dropzone is located a 10 minutes´ drive from the city of Imatra in South-Eastern Finland. The nearest  airport is in Lappeenranta, which is of 40 km distance. The capital of Finland, Helsinki, is 260 km from Immola. There is a train connection to Imatra from Helsinki and daily flights from Helsinki to Lappeenranta. Contary to the previous information, the flight connection between St. Peterburg and Lappeenranta will cease to operate at the end of June. Prior to the competition:

The weekend before the competition is known as the Midsummer festival weekend in Finland. 

The MI-8 arrives on the 23rd at the Midsummer Boogie; in the evening there will be the traditional bonfire by the nearby lake as well as a lot of partying. 

The judges´ seminar for the competition will take place from the 28th till 30th June.

The official training jumps will take place from the 28th to the 30th June; the helicopter will be there, however, from the weekend before.

Entries received after this date may be accepted, if there are vacancies. A late entry fee – 100 USD  per person - will be added.

ENTRY FEE

All delegation members with the exception of the approved judges shall pay an entry fee.

The entry fee for each person is:

· Competitors entered in one event: USD 650

· Competitors entered in two events: USD 700

· Competitors entered in all events: USD 750

· Alternates or non-competitors: USD 700

· Late entry fee: USD 100

No entry fee will be refunded to any competitor who withdraws from the competition (see FAI Sporting Code, General Section 3.15)

After the final entry date, cancellation will be penalized by withholding 10 % of the entry fee per participant and accompanying person. Cancellation later than 14 days  before the beginning of the event, will be penalized by withholding a maximum of 50 % of the entry fee.

In the unlikely event of the competition  being cancelled, entry fees  will be refunded, however if  for reason of force majeure the competition is stopped, only unused fees will be refunded.

TEAM MEMBERS

Each national team shall have a Team Manager, who preferably should not be a competing participant.

Every competitor must be in possession of a valid FAI Sporting License.

The organizer needs a passport photo, most preferably a JPEG or TIFF image file (size about 3x4 cm) of each member of the delegation for the preparation of the ID cards, preferably before the arrival of the delegation, as well as a short CV of each of the competing participant. The photos are to be mailed/sent to the organizer.

AIRCRAFT

The MI-8 will be the aircraft for all the disciplines. The Cessnas will operate only as reserve planes.

VIDEOS AND TAPES

The organizer needs information of the type of the teams´ video cameras (preferably digital) and the tape (DVD, super-VHS, type of the cassette). This information is requested in the entry form.

TRAINING

The drop zone will be available for training jumps before the competition from June 28th 2000 against payment. 

Price per jump per person is 17 USD. The MI-8 will arrive for the Midsummer festival weekend; it will be available for general  (also training jumps) skydiving from the June 24th.

JUDGES´ TRAINING COURSE
There will not be any FAI Judges´ Training Course during the competition due to lack of interest.

INSURANCE

Each participant must have a health/injury insurance valid in Finland and a  third party liability insurance policy covering damages up  to FIM 2  million. The policy must be written in English. The organizer assumes no responsilibility for participants not having health/injury insurance policies.

OTHER

All participating countries are requested to bring a cassette/CD tape recording of their national anthem and a national flag, size 1 x 1,5 m.

Every member of the delegation is wished to mail a passport photo-sized photo of him/herself for the preparing of the ID cards beforehand.
